With much care, the wood was
cut into many sizes and shapes
and designs. It was carved and
formed and fitted and all the rest.
Small inlaid Benedictine Crosses,
made of black walnut wood were
fitted into place. Then, the best
part started - it all began to come
together, little by little, bit by bit,
and piece by piece.
